the lake are due to the intake of the
water or swimming in the water of
Lake Atitlan.

To stop the algae from grow-
ing, and to protect and help Atitlan
back onto its feet, there are several
things that can be done. One of
those is the installment of a water
treatment facility to clean the water
that is currently flowing, untreated,
into the lake. By doing so the nutri-
ents for the algae would decrease
and, therefore, so would the algae.

Reforesting the area immedi-
ately around the lake would also pre-
vent the nutrient rich soil from slid-
ing into the lake and providing fur-
ther nutrients for the algae to feed
